Orangewood Children’s Home (OCH) is a 24-hour emergency shelter care facility operated and owned by the 

County of Orange Social Services Agency, for children who have been abused, abandoned, and/or neglected.  The 

current facility was conceived and built through the dedicated efforts of a unique public-private partnership between 

county government and community partners.  During Fiscal Year 2008-2009, care was provided for an average of 71 

children per day with monthly averages ranging up to 117 children from infants to teenagers.  Eight  

 
 

ABOUT ORANGEWOOD CHILDREN & FAMILY CENTER....  
 

Orangewood Children & Family Center (OCFC) is a temporary shelter care facility owned and operated by the 
County of Orange Social Services Agency for children who are abused, abandoned, and/or neglected.  The current 
care facility was conceived and built through the dedicated efforts of a unique public-private partnership between 
county government and community partners.  During Fiscal Year 2022-2023, care was provided for an average of 
58 children per day with monthly averages ranging up to 82 children from infants to teenagers.  One percent of the 
children were under age 1 year; 11% were ages 1 to 5 years; 23% were ages 6 to 12 years; and 65% were 13 
years and older.
